PITCH RULES Managers should notify the opposing manager of pitch count at the beginning of each inning.
1- 20 Pitches = 0 days rest Pitchers are allowed six innings per week (Monday-Sunday).  One pitch = one inning.
21-40 Pitches = 1 days rest Maximum of 75 pitches per game.  Pitcher can finish batter if max limit is reached during an at bat.
41-60 Pitches = 2 days rest Pitchers cannot re-enter the game if they are removed from the mound.
61+ Pitches = 3 days rest If you use an ineligible pitcher, the game will be forfeited.
/ through a number indicates a pitch Home team keeps official count. Indicates the end of an inning
